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Abstract

In the Division of Speech-Language-Hearing Therapy, we established an outpatient counseling

room for hearing and language therapy in March of 2009 with the aim of providing clinical
education for the students. From March 2009 to end of October 2014, the total numbers of

counselings amounted 612 cases (63 new cases, 53 follow-up cases). The number of clinical cases

was stable, between 100 and 120. Although it had little therapeutic impact, which was its original

purpose, it has been contributing to education and research work. We expect it to expand to

include disorders of speech-language-hearing therapy such as aphasia, etc., and as a part of the

educational and regional contribution.
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
